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Minutes of the 35th AGM of WSMBA held at The Radnorshire Bowls Stadium on Sunday 27th July 2025 at 10.00 am

In the absence of the President who would normally chair the AGM, the Chairman (CE) stood in as Chair and welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked everyone for attending
1. Apologies  Arwel Nicholas, Debs Matthews (re: ladies rep), Peter Kempster
2. Minutes of previous AGM (28/07/24)
GE proposed, DD seconded and the meeting approved the minutes as a true and accurate account of the meeting.
3. To receive Chairman’s Report

CE gave a verbal report thanking all association members for contributing to the activities of the WSMBA throughout the year stressing that he was not just referring to the executive committee, noting the contributions of the officers, but many other volunteers as well, e,g, those members laying out and putting away mats at competitions, Sylvia for her fantastic efforts with the raffles and anyone else who has “chipped in” in whichever way, and in whichever competition, they have helped. He noted that Mikey John was very unlucky not to win the British Isles Singles Championship in Scotland and congratulated everyone who had represented Wales throughout the season.
4. To receive Secretary’s Report
WJ re-iterated many of CE’s remarks regarding all the contributions throughout the season and added his thanks to the catering staff at both Llandrindod and Carmarthen for the food and refreshments at both venues. He especially wanted to thank JM for the excellent way he has carried out the treasurer’s role and RP for the way he has “looked after” the WSMBA during all the upheaval there has been at Bowls Wales. He re-affirmed that this will definitely be his last year as Secretary of the organization and he wanted to thank the many people who had given him support over his many years in the position.
5. To receive Audited Accounts
JM circulated a copy of the accounts to each county which has been added as Appendix A below
JM drew attention to the Fixed Assets section which indicates that the Association has:
· 16 mats (with equal joint ownership of two more);

· 38 jacks;

· 24 footmats;

· 16 sets of fenders and blocks

but he was not sure of where these assets were located. WJ confirmed that it was pretty much a 50:50 split between Llandrindod and Carmarthen.

JM explained that there was a slight complication this year because many of the payments due from players/officials/supporters for the 2025/26 season had been received before the end of the financial year 2024/25 (i.e. before 31st May 2025) so these had been deducted from the current assets in the Balance Sheet to reflect a more accurate picture for 2024/25. He also informed the meeting that the current stock was mainly made up of shirts for upcoming competitions so that all teams representing Wales will have the same shirts.

He reported that the Association had recorded a surplus of £4854.34 for 2024/25 and that income for this year was up from last year while the expenditure was significantly down. He also fielded some questions/comments from members regarding payment for trophies, County fees and BI/World annual fees.
There was clarification that the responsibility for collecting membership fees for both club and player registrations would now rest with each county for the 2025/26 season, with each club paying the into the county bank account and the County remitting one payment (the total amount) to WSMBA, with the registration forms being sent to the new Membership Secretary. New registration forms containing the details will be sent to clubs/counties in due course and payment can be made as soon as forms are received but the absolute final deadline for payment will be 31st October as per the WSMBA Constitution. JM asked that counties let him know the membership contact, with appropriate contact details, asap please.
On behalf of the Association, CE thanked JM for his report and his outstanding work as Treasurer and this was unanimously endorsed by all members present.

7. County Reports

All county rep reports can be seen in Appendix B below. There were no reports received from Gwynedd or Monmouth.
8. Report from Umpires Council

GH thanked counties for providing umpires for WSMBA competitions and he is pleased to note that there are several new umpires coming through the assessment process as well. He has been grateful for the help and advice that he has received from WJ over the last couple of years and he has really appreciated the offers he has received from umpires volunteering to officiate at the competitions.
9. Report from Coaching Panel

WJ informed the meeting that the coaching panel is made up of a representative from each county and although there had not been any formal panel meetings this year, he is aware that coaching is happening in most, if not all, counties. He has several coaching manuals at home to be handed out.

10. To ratify fees

JM recommended that fees remain the same as 2024/25 season. He also informed the meeting that, while our insurance company has not yet finalized the quote, he expected the cost of insurance to be very similar (hopefully the same) to last year. He mentioned that the insurance company had queried whether we should arrange public liability insurance for umpires as “employees” of the WSMBA, however members clarified that umpires are given nominal expenses for travelling and are not employees and JM to inform the insurance company accordingly.
GH queried whether there is a requirement for a £5.00 registration fee for umpires which, apparently there used to be several years ago in addition to them having to pay £10.00 for an umpire badge when they pass the assessment. Many members did not realise that this requirement, i.e. £5.00 registration, still existed and it was unanimously agreed that it be scrapped.

11. Proposals

Ditching the jack and coming to rest in the ditch.

There were two proposals regarding ditching the jack with either just the first bowl or with the first two bowls of each lead or singles player on each end. The meeting agreed that it would vote first on the proposal specifying two woods as follows:
In singles, pairs, triples and fours, if any of the first two bowls on any end delivered by the lead shall touch the jack and come to rest completely in the ditch, they shall be declared dead and removed from the mat. If either bowl so delivered comes to rest intersecting the ditch line it shall be marked as a toucher. If the first bowl is a toucher and remains in the live area, the second bowl can push the toucher into the ditch and that toucher will not be removed. 

This proposal was passed: 
For 5 
Against 2

As this proposal was passed, there was no need to vote on the second proposal re: 1 wood.

This will now be submitted as a proposal to the British Isles Council for their meeting in November.

Following the wood up the mat

GH, on behalf of the umpires had submitted the following:
To delete rule 7.14 (b) 

No Player will follow their bowl up to the head on the rink mat or at the sides of the rink mat. Players must be warned on the first occurrence as they cross the nearest dead line and on the second offence the bowl will be declared dead.

This proposal was passed:
For 6
Against 1
Both successful proposals will be effective immediately and the rule book will be updated on the next reprint.

There being no further business, the AGM concluded at 11.25 am.
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Appendix B – County Rep Reports (in alphabetical order)

Brecon & Radnor (MJR)

Carmarthen (GE)

The 2024 / 2025 bowls season was again a packed season in Carmarthenshire. The First and Second Divisions contained twelve teams each with the possibility at the start of the season that a newly formed team would also be joining, but decided to defer to next season. Pontargothi were again Champions of the First Division retaining their title while Bro Myrddin were Champions of the Second Division.

We also held our annual Knockout Cup competition which was won by Salem as well as a random pairs competition to kick start the season.

The red card competitions again had bumper entries with 64 in the singles, 40 pairs, 30 triples and 22 rinks. All those that qualified represented the county well in the National Finals in Llandrindod with the triple of Aled Edwards, Dafydd Howell and Cennydd Howell becoming the first National Champions from Carmarthenshire in any discipline since 2016.

We entered the County Competition in Llandrindod again this season where a squad of 20 were selected with 4 new caps among them. A narrow loss to both West Glam and Montgomery by a couple of shots saw us finish in a very strong third, with a convincing win over eventual champions Pembrokeshire. Pontargothi also represented the county at the League Winners Competition where they finished third.

On an international level, in October we hosted the Ladies British Isles where 9 ladies were selected for the squad. Deb Matthews, Catrin Williams & Elin Palmer came second in the triples.

The county had high representation in the British Isles Championships in Auchinleck in November with 10 players selected and all received trophies by coming second in their respective disciplines.

Also, in the U21 match against England there were a number of Carmarthenshire youth players included. Thank you to Nick and Liz for their hard work with the U21 team.

Carmarthenshire also held its annual Charity Triples this year in aid of the RNLI Lifeboat Station in Burry Port. 48 triples took part, with 'The Davies Divas' Wyn, Gethin and Darren from Cardigan taking top spot. A total of over £1,800 was raised during the course of the day between entry fees, the target bowls competition, donations, sponsorship and some players returning their prize money. 

Finally at the Carmarthenshire County Council – Sports Personality Awards, Aled Edwards was shortlisted and finished as a runner-up in the main Sports Personality category, being beaten by an Olympic gold medallist a similar feat achieved by Jamie Stiles the season prior. A great advertisement for our sport.

Cardigan (DD)

2024/25 was a successful season with a full league resuming of seven teams in our league.

Rhydlewis once again took the title with Manordeifi second & LLndygwydd 3rd. Rhydlewis also won our Knockout Cup competition.

It was nice to see new members joining clubs which is positive for the future of bowls in Cardiganshire with the possibility of 1more team joining the league for the 2025/ 26 season.

All red cards were once again played in Cardigan Indoor Bowls Club. 

Numbers entering had been dwindling but entries were up on the previous year which is encouraging.

All players that represented the County in the Nationals did well with a few progressing to the latter stages of the Competitions.

We were overjoyed as a County to congratulate Samantha Davies & Darren Davies who won the National Welsh Pairs Championships at Llandrindod & will now represent Wales at the British Championships in Solihull in November.

Cardiganshire sent a County team to the County Finals in February.

We struggled as a County with many of our normal faces unable to attend but we fought well over the weekend with many new faces experiencing the event which is a plus factor for our County. 

The County only had 1 player represent the Welsh squad that travelled to Ayr for the British Isles Championships at Auchinleck representing the premier team. We also had 4 players representing Wales at the Youth Championships against England in Solihull and 3 Ladies were selected in the Ladies British Championships at Carmarthen.

During the year many from the County have been invited to trials for both the British & Ladies Championships and as a County we are happy that 5 players have been selected for the British Championships in Solihull and 4 Ladies for the Ladies Championships in Belfast in January.

Our open charity 3 wood event was a huge success once again with a full house of entrants and was won by the Cardiganshire Pair of Samantha and Darren Davies. 

Many thanks to all who travelled to Cardigan from all other Counties.

We also had a few entries head to Carmarthen for their annual Charity Competition and as a County were overjoyed with Wyn Davies, Gethin Davies and Darren Davies picking up the silverware.

Gerald Hands helped with the umpiring at the British Championships at Auchinleck, and also at the finals in Llandrindod with others from the County.

We also as a County congratulate Gerald on his position over the year  as the umpiring Co- Ordinator for the WSMBA

This upcoming season we are aiming to run a super league for the top 16 players from last season ranking battle it out in Singles. This will be live streamed in order to grow our audience within Powys. 

Recently we have obtained 3 new international level bowlers to the county which in turn will improve the level of competition in the county which is always a plus. 

We are awaiting final numbers for teams for the season ahead. But early reports suggest we will gain at least one additional team

This season saw the start of our new website, which works alongside our social media pages - we have had several positive comments around this new system as players can keep track of there team and personal performances throughout the season. 

It was announced that Lisa Rees would step down from her secretary role for the upcoming season - we are awaiting a nomination for a new secretary. 

Finally we would like to thank Craig Evans for representing Montgomeryshire as Welsh chairman. He has done a great job and carried the legacy on for the late Barry Sambrook. 

Pembrokeshire (PH)

The main league was decided on the last game of the season with Hook coming out as winners, who then went on to be runners up in the League Winners Competition. In February in the Welsh County Championship, after a long weekend of bowls and getting pushed all the way to the final game, we were delighted to successfully defend
our title once again. 

Just like in previous years, Pembrokeshire were well represented on the international scene with 11 of our players being chosen to represent Wales in the British Isles, the A-Series and the Ladies British Isles. It really is an honour to represent Wales so congratulations to those players selected. Success was had at the National Singles finals which was won by Andrew Hudson and there was also a runners-up spot for Pembrokeshire in the National Rinks final. Congratulations to all the players that managed to win the Pembrokeshire competitions throughout the season and a special mention to Samuel from The Meads for winning the triples, becoming one of, if not the youngest Pembrokeshire player to win one of the competitions.

It has been great this season to see more new players playing our sport and this includes an increase in junior players too. Fingers crossed that this continues over the next season and beyond.

As always, thanks are due to all the officers and volunteers who give up their time in organising, arranging, umpiring and doing all the dogsbody stuff which makes our sport happen and enjoyable for everyone.

Swansea (SW)

Swansea ended the 2024 - 2025 season with 75 registered players, 6 of whom were junior members.

County championship:

This year we had an extremely competitive league, there was only 16 points separating the top three teams. Skewen won the league, beating Cwmllynfell by only 6 points. It came down to the final game of the season which saw Skewen beat Cwmllynfell 70 shots to 49 shots (8 – 2 to Skewen). 

Resolven Rhinos finished only 9 points behind Cwmllynfell which is the difference of one winning game.

Well done to Skewen having finished the season with a shot difference of +1038. 

2025 – 2026 Season:

This upcoming season, we will be trialling a new format for our league. 

The season will be split into two halves. During the first half of the season, all teams will be playing each other once home and once away to determine the standings of the league. At this point, the league will then split into two halves. The top half of the table will then play each other once again home and away and will be playing for the championship and the chance to represent the county in the league winners competition.

The bottom half of the table will also play each other home and away again and be competing for the plate, we are hoping that this makes the league more interesting and enjoyable for all teams. 

We still have a few details to iron out as this is a new concept for us and we are trialling it out but we are hoping that this will become a successful new format for the future of the league.

I was proud of the way that the season started with all teams bowling extremely well.
